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Generallntroduction

The York Model Aircraft Society was initially formed in 1936 and it presently exists to
promote and support the sport of model flying whether it be fixed wing or helicopters for
the benefit of its members.

The club as defined in our constitution and managed by a committee elected annually
at the AGM by the membership.

The principle purpose of the Committee is to set up and approve a code of practice and
safe operating guidelines exclusively to suit the needs of the membership thus
ensuring safe, responsible and pleasurable flying without risking harm or damage to
persons, property or livestock.

The club belongs to the members who hopefully will gain much pleasure from being
able to participate in their chosen sport of building and flying model aircraft.

The Constltutlon Flylng Rules plus any other relevant information will be given-to-every
— freely available

online to all members.

Any amendments or updates to the Members Handbook will be dealt with at the AGM
and those amendments or updates agreed will be added to the Members Handbook.

All new members should obtain a copy of the British Model Flying Association
Handbook and it is recommended that members study their copy which contains
relevant information relating to the sport of model flying.
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Constitution

1. The name of the Society shall be York Model Aircraft Society.

2. The object of the Society shall be to encourage and support the sport of model
aircraft construction and flying in and around York.

3. The Society shall consist of honorary and active members. Juniors will be under
the age of 18 years on 1% January. Members agree that information about them
can be held on a computer and be shared with other members and the BMFA as
contained in our Privacy Notice.

4. All new membership applications will be subject to approval by the committee,
and will be subject to a six month membership probation period.

5. The management of the Society shall be effected by an Executive Committee
elected annually at the Annual General Meeting.

6. Subscriptions to the Society shall be set at the AGM and the Society will affiliate
all members to the BMFA (Except members of the Armed Forces).

7. The committee shall be allowed to pay all annual expenses necessary for the
running of the Society without recourse to the membership. Additionally they
may spend a further amount fixed at each AGM.

8. The committee shall retire annually being eligible for re-election.
9. The committee shall meet at the AGM and then as required.

10. The committee shall have powers to co-opt members onto the committee to deal
with special items of business, or to fill vacancies that occur between election
periods.

11. Members shall have the power to vote in person at all AGM and EGM on matters
arising. A quorum shall consist of at least 10 members (being counted and paid
up) including committee members.

12. Any complaint concerning any member must be made in writing and signed by
the complainant(s) and forwarded to the secretary. The matter will then be
addressed by the Committee as soon as is practical. The Committee may then

impose a suspension of not more than 60 days in the event of misconduct and
issue a warning as deemed appropriate in accordance with article 13.

The Committee may consider expelling any member whose conduct is
considered to be prejudicial to the club. Dismissal will be in accordance with the
following procedure in order to comply with the laws of natural justice. In the
event of gross misconduct that dismissal can be immediate but the member has
the right to appeal in accordance with the paragraphs below.

a. An authorised Committee Member will give the member a verbal
warning in which the member is made aware of their misdemeanour
and what, if anything, they are reasonably required to do to make
amends. This will be followed up in writing if a constructive reponse
is not received.

b. If a constructive response is still not received, the committee will
invite the person in writing to meet them at an agreed date and time
to discuss the situation and inform them that they are considering
withdrawing their membership. The Committee can advise them in
writing that membership is withdrawn if they fail to attend without
reasonable cause.

c. When a member is advised of withdrawal of their membership they
have the right of appeal. An appeal will be to the club membership at
an EGM called by the Committee at an agreed date and time. The
EGM will vote on whether the expulsion is to be upheld.

A member wishing to resign from the Society shall forgo all subscriptions paid.

Any member wishing to resign from the Society shall give written notice to the
Secretary.

Any member over three months in arrears with subscriptions shall be considered
to have left the Society.

No office of profit shall exist within the Society.
The society monies shall be invested by the Treasurer.

A statement of accounts shall be finalised annually by the Treasurer which shall
be certified at the AGM by the Chairman.

An Annual General Meeting shall be held each-November. after the BMFA AGM,
but before the end of the current year

An EGM may be held at any time at the written request of ten members or by the
Committee in accordance with Clause 13 above. This is providing that 14 days
written notice has been given to all paid members, stating time, place and
reason.

The financial end of year of the Society shall be the 31st of October each year.
Flying members of the Society must hold current membership of the BMFA.

In all matters decided by vote, the Society decision shall be that receiving the
majority vote. Only in the event of a tie will the Chairman's vote be taken.

The Society meeting shall be held on the third Tuesday of each month, or at
other intervals at the discretion of the committee.

Honorary members may only be proposed for consideration to the committee 28
days before the AGM.

Any matter not decided by the constitution shall be decided by the committee.
The constitution may only be altered at an AGM or EGM.

Any member wishing to propose an amendment to the constitution must send
written notice of the proposed alteration to the Secretary at least 28 days before
the AGM.

A copy of the constitution shall be given freely available online to each member.

The committee shall regulate flying meetings of the Society by making rules from
time to time as the committee shall consider necessary and shall have the power
to impose such penalties as they consider necessary in the case of a breach of
these rules.

The decision of the Safety Officer is final on all aspects of flying.

Any child under the age of 18 or any vulnerable adult wishing to join the activities
of Y.M.A.S. must be supervised by a parent / guardian, or by a person with due
written authority of care for the child or vulnerable adult. The parent / guardian or
in the case of a vulnerable adult, the carer must be present at all times during
Y.M.A.S. activities whether the child or vulnerable adult is participating in them or
not.
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Flying Site Rles

General
The following rules are to be read and accepted in conjunction with the full rules and
behaviour as set out in the BMFA Handbook under the relevant sections. In particular
you should adhere to the following:

Mobile Phones
Mobile phones are not al | owed i n t he pilotds b asx or
recommended that members leave their mobile phones in their vehicle

Radio Equipment
All 35MHz transmitters must be placed in the transmitter holding area adjacent to
the pegboard on arrival at the flying site. Before you retrieve your transmitter from the
holding area, the correct peg must be obtained from the board and the correct
frequency pennant displayed on the transmitter.

It should be noted that all radio equipment, both 35MHz and 2.4GHz must display the

BMFA insurance void. All members must satisfy themselves that their equipment
complies with all UK legal requirements. (e.g. transmitter output is less than 100
mwatts),

If your receiver is capable of having fail safe” set, then the minimum setting should be
that if your radio link signal is lost, the throttle channel will shut down the motor. Club
officers may ask for this to be demonstrated when the aircraft is on the ground with the
engine running. The failsafe settings for a

Frequency Control Board (35MHz only)
Before the transmitter is turned on, the correct peg for that particular frequency must
be attached to the transmitter in a prominent position.

Flying
Members may fly at the Bossall site between 9am and dusk (8pm for IC engine
models) throughout the year.

The number of aircraft allowed to be airborne at any one time is at the discretion of the
Safety Officer.

Consideration must be given to the conditions, the type of aircraft, the experience of
the pilots and general safety rules.

Aircraft must be restrained when starting. Assistance is required when using a stand to
support a model. Under no circumstances must an engine be run unless all persons
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are behind the line of the propeller with the exception of the person starting the engine.
When carrying out power checks all persons including the pilot are to be behind the
line of the propeller.

Engines must not be revved excessively in the pit area.

Immediately before take-off a final check on control surfaces must be carried out by the
pilot.

When busy at the flying site, flying slots will be of 20 minute duration. I.C. engines must
only be started in the I.C. pits. Models should be carried to the take-off area during
which time the engine should not be revved excessively. The direction of take-off must
always be away from the pi | ot érsnot kegsxhan parallel to the pi | o t.drke
model can be taxied to the take-off area or you may stand behind the model during
take-off, but must return atoncetothe p i | o t and cloberoximity to other pilots. All
pilots must stand together when flying.

No Member or Guest will fly solo unless their flying abilities have been checked out by,
and have the approval of an Examiner, or Examiners designated by the Committee for
this purpose. This rule applies to all Members and Guests regardless of certificates
held.

A Member's right to fly solo can be rescinded or modified, regardless of certificates
held, if their flying abilities are deemed by the Committee to be below the standards
required by the Club for safe flying.

It is recommended that no one should fly on their own. The consequences could be
fatal in the event that you should be injured or become ill at the flying field and there is
no one to assist you. If you must fly alone, please be aware that you are taking a risk
and ensure that you have a working mobile phone and the map coordinates and
postcode of the field are easily accessible in case of accident or illness.

It is highly recommended that, whenever possible, you fly with a spotter to warn you of

any dangers from other model aircraft and full size aircraft that sometimes fly low over
the flying site. The spotter should also be able to take control of your aircraft in the
event that, for any reason, you are unable to safely continue or land the aircraft
yourself.

If you are planning to fly a type of aircraft with which you may not be familiar, have it
checked-out by a Member who is familiar with the type of aircraft and have them stand
with you when you are flying so they can assist in case of difficulties.

All models to be hand launched should be taken well away from the flight line in case
of bad trim etc.
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When IC and non IC planes are flying together, direct communication of who is flying
and where is of paramount importance.

No flying in the No Fly Zone except for gliders soaring at a safe altitude provided there
is no danger to the pit area or other flyers.

Note:- No models, (including glider, even during competitions), shall take off towards
the car park or hedgerow or shed). Also, No model (including gliders), shall make any
landing directly over the Hedgerow, shed or car park area.

Note:- The above ruling applies, unless all flying has been Moved to the North / South
flying Field layout, (as shown elsewhere in this online handbook), - where all flying
is then from the top of the field and all cars are parked where designated for this
layout,

Pilots should declare where they are flying if they are not obvious to other pilots. Any
plane landing has priority over any plane waiting or attempting to take off. No plane will
be taxied within or near the pits or other flying pilots. After each flight 35MHz pilots
should return their peg to the Frequency Control Board as soon as possible and the
transmitter returned to the pound.

Flight Line Communication
At all times pilots must communicate with each other in a loud and clear voice to
explain actions. For example, Landing, Dead stick, Going Out, Taking Off, etc. This
will ensure that there is no confusion as to why certain actions are being taken.

Trainees i Powered Flight
Trainees must use a buddy lead system until their instructor clears them as competent
to fly without. All trainees must continue to have an instructor standing with them at all
times when they are flying until they have achieved a BMFA (A) certificate.

Noise Levels
No model is to be flown if the noise level is in excess of 82 decibels. In case of doubt
ask an official to have the noise levels checked. Sporadic tests will be carried out by
the Safety Officer.

Flying
All flying, including Take offs, Landings, 'Touch and Goes" and all General flying,
should always be done, No nearer than Halfway across the field, from the flight line, -
AND - ALL aerobatic manoeuvres MUST be performed OVER the long grass, at far
side of field, when conditions so allow & when general flying is up or down the field),
UNLESS a specificcompet i t i ons i s being conducted,

IMPORTANT - All take offs & Hand Launches, - MUST ONLY be undertaken from a
position, UP-WIND of, or at least PAST the end of the PILOTS BOX, and NEVER
towards it!
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Large Models (7.5 kg and above)
Large and or heavy models should be checked for working failsafe and if applicable the
exemption certificate checked before being allowed to fly. Large petrol engine craft
should have a master kill switch fitted, either mechanically or transmitter operated.

Helicopters/Multicopters
Helicopter/multicopter pilots must observe all the normal flying rules and should be
allotted their own flying slot (20 minutes maximum time). Helicopters/multicopter must
not be run up to take off speeds within 30 metres of the flight line.

Helicopters/multicopter that have had any damage, hard landing or blade strikes must
be checked over thoroughly before being flown again, in particular the condition of the
rotor blades.

Visitors
In the event of a club official not being present at the flying field when a visitor or
visitors arrive wishing to fly, members present should ensure that the visitor is holding
a valid BMFA insurance certificate and holds at least an A certificate of competence.

Details should be noted and the visitors welcomed and made aware of the flying site
rules and regulations. Should the visitor show signs of incompetence or does not abide
by our rules they must be asked to stop flying and leave the site forthwith. It is better to
be safe than sorry, your safety and the safety of others is of paramount importance. If
the visitor wishes to join our club then please take a name and number.

If in any doubt as to the best course of action, contact an official for verification.

Safety on Site
It may not always be possible for a Safety Officer to be present at the flying field, thus
each and every member should class themselves as, and act as Safety Officer should
the occasion arise.
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Care of the Field

Litter
All litter, model parts and any debris in general must be removed from the flying site by
the member to whom it belongs.

Vehicle Parking
Vehicles must be parked inside the No Fly Zone well clear of the pits.

Vehicles must not enter or park upon the flying square at any time. Please try to keep
the entrance and drive in area in good condition especially in wet weather times when
the ground gets cut up and very slippery. Please enter and leave slowly without
excessive revving or sliding.

Molehills
It would be appreciated if any member is at the flying field and molehills are apparent,
that the molehills are removed completely and NOT raked or scattered over the flylng

Windsock

The windsock is there for all to use and it would be appreciated if at the end of the
flying session, if the windsock and pole has been used, that they are replaced to the
secure position to alleviate the possibility of theft.

Field Maintenance
The Field Maintenance Officer is responsible for the condition of the field and as such it
is requested that members co-operate with him when he is cutting the grass and
maintaining the field area.

Field Maintenance is an essential part of our sport.
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Beginners responsibilies

All beginners are instructed on the issues detailed below. However to ensure
beginners understand their responsibilities to themselves and their fellow fliers
as well as possible damage to people or property.

Always conduct the following inspection before leaving home:

1. Wings & fuselage - Check for & fix any loose covering or tears

2. Propeller - Check for damage and replace if necessary

3. Wing dowels - Check for security or damage & repair if necessary
4. Control surfaces - Inspect all surfaces for damage or loose hinges
5. Servos - Check that all are securely fastened in their mounts

6. Pushrods i Check that both ends are securely fastened

7. Clevis/fork connection to control horns - Inspect retaining bands across the fork and
replace if degrading.

8. Fuel tubing - Check for small tears or nicks and replace if necessary
9. Undercarriage - Check that all screws and supports are secure

10. Repairs - Ensure all repairs are properly completed at home

At the field before fitting the wings:

. Receiver Plugs - Check

. Battery Plug - Check

. Servo arm screws - Check

. Clevis to servo & clevis to pushrod connections - Check
. Aileron servos to aileron connections - Check

. Fuel tubing i Check for kinked lines inside fuselage

. Tank clunk- If visible check to ensure clunk is free

With wings attached:

1. Pinched wires - Check

2. Alignment of all surfaces - Check

3. Control surface hinges - Check

4. Control linkages securely attached to control horns - Check

5. Propeller damage - Check

6. Landing gear mounts - Check

7. Punctures or tears in fuel tubing at stress points such as carb and silencer - Check
8. Snake the airframe to make sure the clunk is free

Having secured ownership of the frequency peg (unless using 2.4 GHz radio):
1. All control surfaces moving smooth and free - Check

2. Control surfaces moving in connect direction - Check

3. Range check your model
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BMFA (ACertificate(FixedWing)

The examination for an (A) Certificate may be taken on application to any Registered
Club Examiner or Chief Examiner. The candidate must successfully carry out the
following flying tests and reference to the Guidance Notes is very strongly
recommended.

1. Carry out pre-flight checks as required by the BMFA Safety Codes.

2. Take off and complete a left (or right) hand circuit and over fly the take-off
area.

3. Fly a figure of eight course with the cross-over point in front of the pilot, height
to be constant.

4. Fly a rectangular circuit and approach with appropriate use of the throttle and
perform a landing on the designated landing area - If the engine stops during
the landing the model may be retrieved and the engine re-started to enable
the remaining parts of the test to be completed.

5. Take off and complete a left (or right) hand circuit and over-fly the take-off
area.

6. Fly a rectangular circuit at a constant height in the opposite direction to the
landing circuit flown as in (4)

7. Perform a simulated dead stick landing with the engine at idle, beginning at a
safe height (approx. 200ft) heading into wind over the take-off area, the
landing to be made in a safe manner on the designated landing area.

8. Remove model and equipment from the take-off/landing area.

9. Complete post flight checks required by the BMFA and Safety Codes

All manoeuvres must be carried out in front of the pilot and, depending on the wind
direction (3,4 and 6) May be flown as shown in the accompanying sketches.

The above schedule is treated as one test flight and must be completed in one attempt.
- Two attempts per examination will be allowed in any one day

You must turn up for the test with a model that is capable of taking off on its own
undercarriage or from a dolly. However if, in the opinion of the Examiner, the

surface of the flying area is such that a rolling take-off would not be possible, hand
launchers may be permitted.

In addition to the flying schedule, the candidate must answer correctly a minimum of
five questions on safety matters, based on the BMFA Safety Codes for General Flying
and local flying rules.
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BMFA (B Certificate(Fixed Wimg)

The examination for the (B) Certificate may be taken on application to a Registered
Examiner. The examination may be carried out by:

Two Registered Examiners (The lead must be a Fixed Wing Examiner)

A Fixed Wing Chief Examiner

If your club does not have any Registered Fixed Wing Examiners, you should contact
your local Area Achievement Scheme Co-ordinator who will be able to help. Names
and telephone numbers of Area Co-ordinators are available from the BMFA Leicester

office.

The candidate must successfully complete the following flying tests and reference to
the Guidance Notes is very strongly recommended.

Carry out pre-flight checks as required by the BMFA Safety Codes.

Take off and complete a left (or right) hand circuit and over-fly the take-off
area.

Fly a figure of eight course with the cross over point in front of the pilot, height
to be constant. This manoeuvre must be flown more accurately than the
similar manoeuvre in the (A) certificate test.

Fly into the wind and complete one inside loop.

Fly down wind and complete one outside loop downwards from the top (i.e. a
bunt) 7 For aircraft (scale aircraft specifically) which for reasons of structural
strength or control limitations cannot perform an outside loop, (a) Split S or
reversal (from level flight, half roll to inverted, hold, then pull through half loop
to recover in level flight) may be accepted by the Examiner.

Complete two consecutive rolls into wind.

Complete two consecutive rolls down wind using the opposite direction of roll
rotation to that used in (6) above.

Complete a stall turn either left or right.

Gain height and perform a three turn spin. For aircraft which will not spin, a
spin attempt resulting in a spiral dive (not necessarily of three turns), will be
acceptable. In each case the initial heading and the recovery heading must be
into wind and the model must fall into the spin (no flick spin entry).

Fly a rectangular landing approach and overshoot from below 10 feet. Note
that this manoeuvre is an aborted landing, not a low pass.

Fly a rectangular circuit in the opposite direction to that in (10) at a constant
height of not more than 40 feet.

Fly a rectangular landing approach and land (wheels to touch within a pre-
designated 30 metre boundary)

Complete post flight checks as required by the BMFA Safety Codes. -
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Parts 4,5,6,7,8 and 9 must be performed in airspace designated by the examiner prior
to the test flight. The schedule must be completed in one flight.

Exceptionally, at a predetermined point in the flight an intermediate landing may be
permitted for the sole purpose of either re-fuelling or the fitting of a freshly

charged flight battery. This landing may only be made with the prior consent of the
examiners.

The predetermined point may be either after a specific manoeuvre or at a specific time
of flight, whichever is requested by the candidate and agreed by the examiners

Two attempts per examination will be allowed in any one day.

All manoeuvres must be carried out in front of the pilot,

Depending on the wind direction 10, 11 and 12, will be flown as EITHER left hand
overshoot circuit, right hand rectangular circuit, left hand landing circuit OR

right hand overshoot circuit, left hand rectangular circuit, right hand landing circuit.

In addition to the above flying schedule, the applicant must answer satisfactorily a

minimum of eight questions on safety matters based on the BMFA Safety Codes for
General Flying and Model Flying Displays and local flying rules.
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BMFA (ACertificate(Helicopter)

The examination for a helicopter (A) certificate may be taken on application to any
registered (FW) club examiner or chief examiner. The candidate must successfully
carry out the following flying test.

Carry out pre-flight checks as required by the BMFA safety codes.

Take off and hover tail in over the take off point with the helicopter skids at
eye level for about twenty seconds.

Hover the helicopter slowly forwards for approximately five metres, stop and
hover for about five seconds.

Hover the helicopter slowly sideways for approximately five metres, stop and
hover for about five seconds.

Hover the helicopter slowly sideways in the opposite direction for
approximately ten metres, (five metres past it's original position in front of the
pilot), stop and hover for about five seconds.

Hover the helicopter slowly sideways in the first direction to bring it back to it&
original position in front of the pilot, stop and hover for about five seconds.

Fly slowly backwards brin gi ng t he h el isongpal gositiorboaer
the take off point, stop and hover for about five seconds then land.

Take off and fly forward for approximately five metres to a point over the
centre marker, stop and hover for about five seconds. Tum 90 degrees either
left or right and fly forward to perform two flazy eightso each at least thirty
metres in length. Each time the helicopter passes in front of the pilot it must
be sideways on to the pilot and throughout the manoeuvre the model must be
flying forward, not sideways.

At the conclusion of the two flazy eightsq bring the helicopter to a halt
sideways on over the centre marker, turn the helicopter tail on to the pilot and
hover for about five seconds. From this point fly the helicopter to a landing on
the original take off point.

Complete the post flight checks as required by the BMFA safety codes.

The above schedule must be completed within one flight and two attempts per
examination will be allowed in any one day.

The above test must be taken outdoors.

The use of helicopters with coaxial contra rotating main rotors is not allowed.
No artificial stabilisation of the helicopter is allowed other than the tail gyro.

In addition to the above flying schedule the candidate must answer correctly
at least five questions from the BMFA Safety Codes for general flying and
local flying rules.
